• Crested black coat (non-branded black coat also accepted)

• Jewellery - one small stud per earlobe. 

• Hair - must be neat and tidy and off the face; it should not cover the eyes. Hair longer than 
shoulder length should be fully tied back. Hair should not be dyed in an unnatural colour. 
No extreme haircuts are permitted. Hair accessories should be the school colours of navy, 
black, red or gold 

• Nails - a reasonable length, with no varnish

• Makeup - natural makeup may be worn  

• Jewellery - should be modest, minimal and suitable for the school environment. A necklace can 

also be worn but should not be visible.   

• Hair - must be neat and tidy and off the face; it should not cover the eyes and should be tied back, 

if necessary, for the subjects and activities being undertaken. Hair should not be dyed in an 

unnatural colour. No extreme haircuts permitted e.g mullet, no less than a grade 1 on the sides and 

grade 3 on top. Hair accessories should be modest and minimal.  

• Nails - no acrylic nails, a reasonable length, clear nail varnish only   

• Facial hair - all pupils should be clean shaven
